What follows are the three introductory ads (there were also feature-benefit and 
special-offer ads) and the concepts they came from. For the fun of it, I also include 
a road sign I made out of Foamcore as a background prop. Only one company 
could become the long-distance provider for the region, and USWest - not Intelco - 
won the prize.
